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February Meeting Summary


1.	Discussion and Approval of December and January Meeting Summary

Phil Russell had questions about E. coli sampling at Metro.  There were some grammatical changes to the Dennis Stowe moved to approve the December meeting summaries.  Al Baker seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.  We changed the 208 Meeting summary to be called a meeting “summary” rather than minutes. 2.	SP CURE 2011/2012 Budget

We discussed the estimated budget for 2011/2012.  Upcoming projects this fiscal year could include 208 Agency planning, aquatic life and nutrient data analysis, BMW special assessments.  There are a number of increases in activity that have happened over the course of the last five years that have increased the need for and use of funds, including participation in the Data Sharing Network (data upload and donations) and increased commitment and involvement in the Barr Milton Watershed Association (TMDL development, dues, meetings).  Overall the group seemed amenable to dues increases but were not sure what the increase should look like.  Big increase at once or smaller increases over time?  Or some other option?  The group did agree that increases will need to wait until the next fiscal year (2012/2013).

To help everyone understand the individual impact of dues increases, Sarah will provide a breakdown of dues increase options – 10, 20, and 30% and then send it out for review.  Also will look at options for increases over a few years.  Sarah will send the numbers out a week before next meeting for folks to look through and be prepared to vote at next meeting.


3.	208 Agency Meeting Review

The last-Friday-of-the-month-meeting of the 208 Water Quality Advisory Committee is to continue at Metro (Robert W. Hite Facility).  A lot of people were concerned that DRCOG was not going to turn over plans and files that they have.  By the January 28th meeting, DRCOG had sent electronic files to the Division, but the Division was not sure what was in these files.  Immediate needs:  Broomfield, Longmont, Bear Creek, Aurora, and Thornton expected to bring forward Utility Plan updates in the near term.  There was some discussion about Utility Plans and how expensive they are.  There is a general feeling that there needs to be some streamlining for Utility Plans if they are to continue.  The benefit of a Utility Plan is to put all the data and information into one document that gets reviewed and approved by the 208 Agencies/ reviewers and then the individual site applications go through more smoothly.

Were the management agencies that were previously designated still management agencies?  Yes, they were appointed by the Governor, not DRCOG.

One idea for streamlining is to have “supercommittee” that reviews site applications to make sure they conform with the individual requirements that were previously dealt with by each management agency.

Whatever 208-type process we come up with will likely be incorporated into the State Water Quality Management Plan and into the State’s Clean Water Act.

All state policies need to be reviewed to determine where there are gaps in 208 planning.

In the interim, individual entities that have a plan that they need to move forward with will work directly with their management agency or agencies to review and comment and then pass on comments to the entity, which will then pass them on to the state for their overall review.  

One idea would be to have a coordinator for the Supercommittee to make sure that the plans are being reviewed and comments are collated.  The Supercommittee will need to have some sort of authority as the 208 planning agency.  Needs to come from the utilities and other agencies.  They will have to “join.”  Problem is that these are the same agencies that voted to dissolve DRCOG’s efforts.  

208 Management Agency coverage by watershed seems to be fine except for the main stem of the South Platte River.  Have Bear Creek, Cherry Creek, Chatfield, and Clear Creek that are watershed 208 Management Agencies but no coverage from a watershed perspective along the urban South Platte.  

As a group, we decided that this issue is one that we will monitor but not actively play a role in.  Would we be willing to move forward as the management agency for the urban South Platte?  Would we be willing to do the regional coordination of management agencies?  Meanwhile, we could pass Utility Plans and Site Applications through SP CURE to get buy in amongst ourselves.  SP CURE would then write a letter saying we have reviewed and approved the plan.  This is something that individual SP CURE members could ask of SP CURE, where appropriate.


4.	UDFCD Update

No update.


5.	Project Updates

a. Monitoring Committee – Most recent meeting was lightly attended because of weather.  The group reviewed the Sampling and Analysis Plan outline that Brown and Caldwell developed and started working on modifying it.

b. BMW – Waiting to hear from Division about the TMDL.  Have not heard anything yet.

c. DSN – 3rd grant application has been submitted.  Expect to  hear by April whether that will be funded.  Wrapping up the map with Gold Systems (contractor).  

6.	New Business

Nutrients Workgroup – Draft Regulations 31.17 and 85 are out for comment.  The Board directed the Monitoring Committee to meet or email to develop comments to submit regarding Regulation 85 and the instream sampling locations identified for nutrient sampling.
