February Meeting Summary

1.
Discussion and Approval of December Meeting Summary
Mary Gardner moved to approve the December meeting summary.  Jill Piatt Kemper seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.
2.
Regulation 93/94 Hearing Recap
Trash Listing - PURE gave presentation on Trash TMDL on Segment 14.  Division was against it because there is no trash standard to determine compliance.  PURE had pictures to show how bad it is.  The photos are a moment in time, doesn’t show all the time.  Commissioners McConaughy and Sakata wanted to put Segment 14 on the M&E list.  This didn’t make much sense because then every stream would end up on the M&E for trash.  If a segment is put on M&E or 303(d) list, the same level of data is required for removal that was used to list it in the first place.  If one tributary is in nonattainment, the whole segment is considered in nonattainment, regardless of whether there are data or not to prove it.

PURE wants to continue to work with stakeholders.  The Division is committed to working on the trash issue.  Expect to hear about Trash in the listing methodology workgroup.  May be looking to do trash standard in the next Basic Standards Hearing in 2016.  
A Trash number could be brought up in any basin hearing based on the narrative standard that already exists in the Basic Standards.

PURE is meeting with UDFCD, CWCB, Metro, L/E WWTP, City of Littleton, and City of Englewood.  They are trying to collect money to do information and outreach, BMPs, and river cleanup efforts.  The group estimated that it would take $89 million to employ stormwater BMPs.  The kayakers are concerned because the river is filthy and the businesses that rent kayaks are losing business.  PURE has hired CDM to work with them to provide engineering and science information.
· Stormwater members to check and see what other stormwater entities are doing with regard to monitoring trash.  Want to hear back from stormwater entities on what LA or others are doing for the May 18, 2010 SP CURE meeting.  

Colorado Stormwater Council (Jill Piatt Kemper) will be active going forward as the Division starts moving forward with a method to determine impairment (listing methodology).  2012 is the Listing Methodology Hearing.
Denver Water’s Marston Reservoir was proposed for DO listing.  This is a terminal reservoir and Denver Water was arguing that Marston Reservoir is a drinking water reservoir only and should not be regulated for aquatic life.  This issue was determined not to be appropriate for this hearing, but the use issue should be dealt with in a basin hearing or the overall issue of drinking water only reservoirs could be dealt with in the Basic Standards Hearing.
Grand Junction reservoir was listed for fish advisory because of mercury.  Part of the listing methodology calls for 303(d) listing where there is a fish advisory.  Grand Junction wanted to get off of fish advisory by one of three ways:  (1) fence off the reservoir and not allow fishing, (2) only allow catch and release, or (3) go to the M&E to collect more data.  They will collect data.
EPA takes no position on the M&E list because they believe a water body should either be listed or not.

There were 27 segments (reservoirs) that EPA thought should have been listed for DO.  The Division said they would deal with this at the next 93/94 hearing in 2012.

Temperature in Grand County did get listed based on Division’s proposal.

Arsenic.  Mary Gardner talked to Phil Hegeman about arsenic.  He thinks there are some problems with the hybrid standard so they were not sure when they would start a TMDL.  The Division is not sure if there will be anything in the works to change the standard.  For class one aquatic life, there is only one standard in Reg 38 (not the hybrid standard).  
· Mary Gardner will keep us up to date on what is happening with this issue.

BMW pH TMDL update

We will talk about this in March and have a quick presentation about the pH TMDL.
Xcel’s plants got a notice from BMW regarding a meeting next week regarding permitting.  BMW did an outreach mailing to let dischargers know of the pH TMDL and the possible implications for permitted dischargers.  Janet Kieler will be presenting at this meeting (February 23rd at Wes Brown WTP) regarding implementation in permits.

UDFCD Update

Darren Bradshaw provided an update on UDFCD activities.

· On 2nd cycle of trash cleanup for this calendar year.  Have added more trash pick-ups this year. 

· Construction season coming to an end in March.

· Bank stabilization finishing up in Adams County.
· 124th bank stabilization (800 feet).
· 128th bank stabilization (500 feet).
· Guide bank too low at Coal mine road at beginning of USACE channel – in some places needs to be raised 3 feet.  Looks like it was not built properly.  
· Drop structures by Zuni Power plant.

· Stormwater outfall at L/E will be installed.
5.
Budget Update
Sarah Reeves distributed the profit/loss statement for SP CURE.  The current account balance is $57,079.60.  The handout also included a project summary table that provides an overview of contract amounts, amount spent, and amount remaining for SP CURE projects.

Project Updates
There are no additional updates at this time.

7.
Brown and Caldwell Task Orders for pH TMDL Assistance and Data Upload

Brown and Caldwell developed and distributed (via email) Task Order 12 ($11,200) to upload 2009 SP CURE data into DSN.  They also developed and distributed (via email) Task Order 13 ($12,000) to continue to assist BMW in development of the pH TMDL Implementation Plan and rework of the TMDL itself into a phased TMDL.  Christine Johnston moved to approve both Task Orders 12 and 13.  Dennis Stowe seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.

8.
New Business

· Dave Akers met with the Wastewater Utility Council (WWUC) last Wednesday.  The Division is looking for data on TN and TP in wastewater effluents by August.  They will not be putting out an official call.

· Steve Canton said that selenium criteria are supposed to come out in the spring.  Sounds like it will be an ovary-based number.  Steve suggested we do fish sampling in spring as part of bioassessment.  Maybe next spring, once the criteria are out, we could add this to our sampling.

· Christine is going to have another Segment 14 Selenium Temporary Modification meeting in the near future.  Look for an email.

· Segment 16c all tributaries is listed for selenium and Segment 4 all tributaries on Cherry Creek is listed for selenium.  The City and County of Denver expects to take the same approach Aurora did to do site-specific selenium standards based on background.
· Maggie Pierce from Standards Unit gave presentation to E coli workgroup regarding proposal for how state looks at E. coli.  Will go to 8-week geometric mean.  This will more closely match how the standards were developed.  Sandy Spence (Region 8) said recreational criteria will likely result in lower numbers than we have seen in the past.  EPA is under court order to get this completed quickly (2012).  EPA has decided E.coli is E.coli no matter where it comes from.

· Do we want to have the River South and River North master plans presented to us?  These are very big and optimistic plans and would be very interesting to hear.  We will get a representative to make the presentation at an upcoming meeting.
