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March Meeting Summary


1.	Discussion and Approval of February Meeting Summary

Blair Corning moved to approve the February meeting summaries.  Amy Woodis seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.  


2.	SP CURE 2011/2012 Budget

We reviewed the spreadsheet of dues increase options for fiscal year 2012/2013 (April 2012-March 2013).  Note that the new dues amounts for the 2011/2012 fiscal year will be based on current hydraulic capacities and the “Van Royen” equation.  Dischargers at the meeting confirmed that their hydraulic capacities were reflected correctly in the calculation spreadsheet.  Sarah Reeves will confirm Suncor’s capacity.  

The options provided for review were one-time raises as well as multi-year dues increases at various percentages.  Upcoming projects for 2012/2013 (or earlier) could include 208 Agency planning, aquatic life and nutrient data analysis, BMW increases, and data upload to the Data Sharing Network as well as other projects associated with expansion of SP CURE’s role (dependent on the outcome of future discussion regarding our goals/objectives).  There are a number of increases in activity that have happened over the course of the last five years that have increased the need for and use of funds, including participation in the Data Sharing Network (data upload and donations), increased commitment and involvement in the Barr Milton Watershed Association (TMDL development, dues, meetings), and various projects for copper (BLM/WER) and temperature.  

The group discussed how we might work to examine items in the current budget that could be cut.  One idea was to examine SP CURE’s role in the BMW.  Do we need to have a seat on the Board if we have others in SP CURE that are at the table?  Is there as much need for SP CURE to participate now that the draft TMDL has been submitted to the Division?  Are we double dipping paying dues through SP CURE and through individual BMW members?  Does BMW really apply to all of SP CURE’s members?  We could save money by going to a lower funding level and, in turn, backing off on our Coordinator’s time at the Board Meetings.  The other side of the issue is that the submittal of the TMDL does not mean that the BMW issues are settled – there will be implementation issues to be dealt with as well as the need to likely need to address 303(d) listings once nutrient standards come into play.  SP CURE’s role has been pivotal during TMDL development and helped (and continues to help) keep us on track and moving forward in a focused manner.  There is concern about losing this presence.  BMW (and the TMDL) basically does encompass SP CURE’s boundaries so this is important to SP CURE’s members.  We did not come to a long-term resolution to this question, but decided to revisit SP CURE’s involvement prior to the next BMW dues assessment.

· Sarah will send out the breakdown of our budget for those who need the information in order to request an increase in level of dues.

Jill Piatt Kemper made a motion to increase the dues in 2012/2013 by 10% across the board.  Al Baker seconded the motion which passed unanimously.


3.	Statewide Water Quality Management Plan

A firm in Golden teamed with David Holm to complete the Statewide Water Quality Management Plan for the Division using stimulus money.  The Division is asking for comments on the report.  The consultant compiled the report based on existing data and information.  Amy Woodis asked everyone to take a look at it, especially Chapter 11.  There is an informational briefing in front of the Water Quality Control Commission on April 11th and comments are due March 30th. 


4.	Nutrient Workgroup

Draft Regulation 85 requires monitoring for stormwater, POTWs, and other point source dischargers.  SP CURE submitted comments on the monitoring requirements for point sources other than stormwater regarding the location of the downstream monitoring point.  SP CURE suggested that the downstream sampling site be located upstream of other sources of nutrients, particularly other point sources or inflows. 

Metro is going to ask for reservoir data from the Division.  It seems that the Division probably has a lot of data that they are not looking at or making readily available.  

Amy Woodis is collecting permits in the South Platte basin to understand what dischargers have lower ammonia limits or nitrate limits in their permits as well as compliance schedules for meeting these limits.  Improvements in water quality are still expected from plant upgrades to meet such limits and Metro is trying to get an understanding of what additional changes might be expected and when.  Please send a copy of your permit to Amy.

Phil Russell and Jim Dorsch will go to the monitoring subgroup meeting and Mary Gardner and Amy Woodis will go to the Protected Water Supply Reservoir subgroup meeting.  These attendees will work to represent SP CURE’s interests as well as their own agencies’ interests.

5.	PQL Update

The statewide amendment to change DMR reporting practices also lumped in PQLs.  The Division has pulled back the statewide amendment, per the latest bulletin.  The PQLs have still not been fully vetted through the workgroup; however, the state will continue moving forward with putting these into permits.  Dave Akers has promised that this issue would be dealt with but it hasn’t.  Maybe the Permits Issues Forum needs to push the PQL Workgroup forward.  We can bring also bring this issue up at the next Water Quality Forum meeting on Monday, March 21st.


4.	UDFCD Update

· Just started bank stabilization below SACWSD.  Fulton Ditch opened and flooded where they were working so will reschedule this effort for a later date.
· Planning bank stabilization where Brighton pit spillway is being installed.
· Routine maintenance ongoing to remove trash and debris from river.
· Habitat enhancement and tree removal for South Platte greenway at Overland pond/Habitat Park.
· Inspection with USACE on Corps channel – expect marginal approval.
· Union Boat drop – safety issue – have gotten Englewood to allow UDFCD to do the work to enhance safety of large drop structure.  Removing huge concrete walls that were forming eddies that made it so boaters could not get out.  Expect to start in next month.
· Survey for rebuilding 2 drops near Oxford.
· RTD Fastraks is moving at a good pace.
· Assisting kayakers in April 23rd South Platte River cleanup.


5.	Project Updates

a. Monitoring Committee – Developed SP CURE comments on Draft Regulation 85 monitoring requirements.

b. BMW – Waiting to hear from Division about the TMDL.  Have not heard anything yet.  Limnocorrals are being put in place in April.  The coordinator contract is up for renewal and will be voted on next week.

c. DSN – 3rd grant application has been submitted.  Expect to hear by April whether that will be funded.  Have gotten some feedback that the Division is concerned about providing ongoing funding for DSN, as their dollars are supposed to get projects/efforts started but are not to be a source of ongoing funds.  DSN will be presenting at the Water Quality forum meeting next Monday.


6.	New Business

Temperature – Are folks continuing with temperature monitoring?  Most people are still collecting data.  We will put this on the agenda for the monitoring committee to discuss who is still monitoring and if others should continue to monitor.  As an FYI, Xcel has discharge limits for temperature in their permits and is meeting those limits.
