April Meeting Summary

1.
March Minutes

Jill Piatt-Kemper moved to approve the March meeting summary.  Christine Johnston seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.
2.
Junior Olympics Kayaking Competition (Chris Wiegand)
Chris Wiegand, who is coordinating and planning the Junior Olympic kayaking competition gave a brief overview of the event.  At this time 22 nations are planning to participate in the competition.  They are trying to make this venue worthy of international recognition and so are concerned about the water quality, including bacteria and trash.  He is working with City of Denver and CDPHE regarding water quality.  He got approval and acceptance of their vision by CDPHE.  His is now working on developing health risk waivers for human consumption of the water during the competition.
Chris is coordinating a trash pick-up this weekend (Earth Day) along the South Platte.  They are expecting 500 people as well as media coverage.  

The city of Denver sees this event as a way to show what the confluence could be.  Kayaking/recreation could be an economic driver in the future for local businesses.  The city of Denver will have a booth, as well as Urban Drainage, CDPHE, and CDOW.
Front Range Paddle Association has held other events on the South Platte and they train on the South Platte and have had no problems regarding sickness following these events.  The people that participate in this sport understand the risks and they are making the possible concerns very well publicized.
Do we want to monitor the river after this event to understand how this event impacts the health of the river?  Denver is planning on increasing their current sampling frequency and locations at least a week before the event.  Metro is going to do additional aquatic life sampling as well.  The Monitoring Committee will discuss this amongst themselves and coordinate the monitoring.  Coors is not concerned about the impact on Clear Creek since it will be at maximum runoff at that time.  

In the long term, they are hoping to continue the effort through a Save the Platte campaign as well as the Greenway Foundation.  The South Platte River Program through Urban Drainage usually holds a NIMBYfest in June of every year.  Urban Drainage also picks up trash along the river about every six weeks.  Bryan Kohlenberg is the contact at Urban Drainage who coordinates the clean-up crews.  Chris is trying to bring together kayaker groups and get them to work together to clean up the South Platte. 
3.
Barr-Milton Watershed (BMW) Watershed Plan Presentation
Dennis Stowe presented the BMW watershed plan, which included an overview of the data, next steps, and schedule.  The watershed plan is available on the BMW website – see the link on the SP CURE website.
Dennis also gave a summary of the April 12 meeting between BMW and the Division.  From this meeting, BMW understood that the state wanted to pursue nutrient standards in 2009.  The state is going to proceed with nutrient criteria for both lakes and reservoirs and rivers and streams, but at this time Barr-Milton is dealing with pH, not nutrients.  This schedule does not match up with the schedule that BMW has, so BMW likely will not participate in the 2009 hearings.  Barr Lake was tagged as needing site-specific nutrient criteria in 2009.  The state will move forward in 2010 in the basic standards, but it isn’t completely clear what the timing is for site-specific criteria for Barr and Milton Reservoirs.  No date has been set for the next nutrient criteria workgroup.
The next meeting of the Lakes and Reservoirs workgroup is on May 16 from 10 to 12 at the Westminster Northwest Treatment Facility.
4. Project Updates
Monitoring Committee – Currently reviewing proposals for bioassessment and habitat assessment.  The committee will likely have a recommendation by the end of April.  It was suggested that the committee then make a presentation to those who are paying for the effort (L/E WWTP, Centennial, and Xcel) to make the final decision.
CWQMC – DSN South Platte SWAP is happening today.  The DSN is looking into sustainability for the long term and addressing that with interested parties.
Barr-Milton Watershed – Annual meeting scheduled for August.  No further updates.
5.
New Business
Stormwater in Segment 14.  Have had 4 dry weather sampling events and E. coli was generally low.  It has been difficult to find flow at stormwater outlets during dry weather.  Have also added concurrent river sampling.
New Administration.  A drinking water issue has come up at Coors since the new administration has come into office.  Coors has a permit up for renewal and may have to meet WET limits that they haven’t had do meet previously.  Paul Grundemann is no longer on the Water Quality Control Commission – he was replaced by Andrew Todd who works for USGS.
Membrane Treatment Workgroup – The workgroup is intending to go to the Commission on May 14th.  Many people are choosing to go to zero liquid discharge, but this requires a lot of energy and therefore increased greenhouse gases.  The results of this workgroup will have impacts on others, even if they are not using membranes.  

Treasurer Position – Dennis Stowe will contact Andrew Hawthorn to see if he wants to continue being the treasurer.
E. Coli Workgroup Meeting – The monitoring committee may get a call from E. coli workgroup to help with sampling protocols.
