August Meeting Summary

1.
Discussion and Approval of July Meeting Summary was tabled until next meeting as the minutes had not been sent out for review.
2.
Brown and Caldwell Contract
After discussion of the contract, Tony Congram moved to approve the Brown and Caldwell contract as submitted.  Andrew Hawthorne seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.

3.
Discussion of Meetings that Coordinator will Attend

Because the new coordinator (Brown and Caldwell) has 24 additional meetings in the scope/budget for this year, the group discussed which meetings were most important for the coordinator to attend and which could be covered by an SPCURE member.  It was determined that the coordinator would attend the following meetings as a representative of SPCURE:

· 11 SPCURE board meetings

· 6 Barr-Milton Watershed (BMW) board meetings

· 3 selected BMW stakeholder meetings (to be determined)

· 6 SPCURE monitoring committee meetings
The coordinator will also attend other important meetings, conferences, and workshops as agreed upon by SPCURE.  This may be accomplished by cost sharing between SPCURE members.  SPCURE committee members will keep eyes open for other meetings that Coordinator should attend

It was decided that the Colorado Water Quality Monitoring Council meetings will be attended by an SPCURE member.  Sharon Henderson Davis volunteered to act as the SPCURE representative at these meetings.
The coordinator will be directed by the Executive Committee (in order of position): Dennis Stowe, Barbara Biggs, Christine Johnson, Andrew Hawthorne, Blair Corning.

4. E. coli TMDL
The latest E.coli stakeholders meeting was held on Friday August 11, 2006.  Andrew Ross will no longer be TMDL point person, Sarah Johnson will now be the lead.  The TMDL will be BMP compliance based in MS4 permits.  Permittees will be held to BMPs in permit.  This is consistent with what is going on nationally.  Averaging could be seasonal or perhaps monthly for geometric mean to determine compliance.  

The Division was not clear on regularity of sampling or where permittees would have to meet the standard.  There is no language in the draft TMDL about averaging periods.  The Division says that they will answer this concern during the public comment period.  The TMDL and stormwater folks are giving very conflicting messages – they don’t communicate with each other.  MS4s have to put any language or flexibility in TMDL, not in permit, as the TMDL is binding and will be what the permit folks will reference to develop permit language.  The E. coli TMDL is scheduled to be public noticed in September.  
Trunk lines from Metro are adjacent to gulches that have E.coli problems.  Could this have some connection to the problem?  Metro reported that the trunk lines in question were recently tested and are not leaking.
It was decided that SPCURE would wait until after the TMDL is public noticed to make formal comments.  Paul Grundeman will ask the Division to allow for a second round of discussions in order to fully address the concerns of the larger potentially effected community. 
The next meeting is September 8th for E.Coli TMDL stakeholders.  Sharon Henderson Davis will represent SPCURE at next meeting as SPCURE’s spokesperson.  Sharon will send out her comments to SPCURE to make sure that everyone is in agreement with her representation.  SPCURE’s general stance is that the TMDL should be phased TMDL, using BMPs initially to control/treat E. coli.  Dennis Stowe moved that Sharon represent SPCURE at these meetings.  Shonnie Cline seconded it.  Passed unanimously.  

Sarah Reeves brought up a the possibility of doing a demonstration project with Clean Water Solutions.  This company uses a bacteria (that is reportedly not harmful if ingested) that out-competes E. coli and therefore causes E. coli to die off.  This will be discussed at a later meeting. 
5. Colorado Stormwater Council
Have started meetings and will be forming a 501(c)(3) organization, similar to the Water Utility Council and the Wastewater Utility Council.  The E.coli TMDL is on their radar screen as well.  Several SPCURE members are members of the Colorado Stormwater Council.  MS4 permittees, consultants, and other interested people can be part of the group.  They will have a voting board.  Their main goal is to track regulations to be at the forefront of what is going on.  There are different levels of experience and resources available among the different communities so that people can discuss issues/concerns to help with education, etc.  
Next meeting August 30th.  
SPCURE wants to have more stormwater people involved in SPCURE – we have joint issues (e.g. nutrient criteria).  More control regs are expected on reservoirs (e.g. Barr Milton) and likely nutrient standards on free flowing streams.  The two groups could work together.  Maybe we could develop joint committees or subgroups to work together.  Would SPCURE be interested in applying some funds to the Stormwater Council to get it started?  Probably - maybe we could help with getting grant funding for them.  Have they asked the state for funds?  No.  Will the Colorado Stormwater Council be a lobbying entity?  No.  Discussion regarding request for funds was tabled until next meeting.
6. Website Update 
Blair Corning provided a summary of the status of the Website Committee via email and Shonnie Cline also gave a summary at the meeting.  The SPCURE website is up in test mode and can be accessed at the following address - http://www.spcure.org/index1.shtml  SPCURE members are asked to go to the site and check your contact information in the members login page. To log into the members page the password is “platte”. If any of your contact information is wrong, omitted, or your do not wish to have your information posted let Blair know as soon as possible. 
Please let a website committee member (Shonnie Cline, Tony Congram, Blair Corning) know if there are studies, reports, links, etc. that you would like to see posted that aren’t. The website will have minutes for 2006, all others will be archived.  Drafts of reports and studies will not be uploaded to the website unless we are requesting comments to a draft.  

A page (including background database) for powerpoint presentations and informational handouts distributed at meetings might be a good idea for the page. This was not included in the original design. The website designer has agreed to add it in for an additional $240.  It was determined that there are still existing funds that were earmarked for the website project so no additional funds will need to be approved to pay for the additional $240. 

The plan is to take the website live after any comments or suggestions from this meeting have been incorporated. The website will then be accessible at www.spcure.org or www.spcure.com. A mass email will be sent out when the site is put up at this permanent address. A website demo is planned for the September meeting.
