September Meeting Summary

1.
Minutes

Sharon Henderson Davis moved to approve the July and August meeting summary. Jill Piatt-Kemper seconded the motion which passed unanimously.
2.
Website Demonstration
Blair Corning and Tony Congram gave a presentation on the new website, which is now fully operational.  It was suggested that the Monitoring Committee take responsibility for the Monitoring page and uploading monitoring information to populate the page.  The Member tab is where we might put drafts and other items that are for members only.  If you have something that you want to be put up on the website, please contact Sarah and she will upload it to the website.

3.
E. coli TMDL
The latest E.coli stakeholders meeting was held on Friday September 8, 2006.  Janet Keillor, Nathan Moore, and Phil Hegeman from the Division were at the meeting.  Nathan Moore gave a presentation on how the TMDL will make its way into the MS4 permit.  There was a request for an extension to the TMDL comment period (30-day extension).  The group is still debating the question of how much detail should be in the TMDL – should there be better definition of terms in the TMDL to make it narrow in its application?  Again, there was discussion about averaging and the state understands that there is an issue.  The Division seems to be thinking that weekly to monthly averaging would be used.  State still watching closely the ruling that daily means daily.  The stakeholder group is still planning to push the BMP approach and see how it goes.  There is a thought that it would be BMP based for first permit term and then possibly do a temporary modification to the standard before the next permit term.  It was reiterated that the monitoring program will not be voluntary, although it is not certain how this will get into permits.

The upcoming San Diego and LA TMDL is seeking relief based on number of exceedences allowed during a year – could be precedent setting for E. coli TMDLs.  
Phil Hegeman said that the state was going to do their own monitoring and modeling for the upcoming round of 303(d) listing – this information will be used for the E. coli TMDL.
Will SPCURE have comments as a group?  Yes.  This will be discussed at the Monitoring Committee meeting – make comments based on the science and on the data we have collected.  Discuss averaging and why averaging is appropriate.  What is reasonable?  Historically 7 and 30 day have been the accepted time periods.  The Monitoring Committee will put a letter together and post on the website for review. 
Sheridan has expressed interest in joining SPCURE and the Colorado Stormwater Council, as they are becoming more active in data collection.
4. Colorado Stormwater Council – Discussion of Funding Request 
The Colorado Stormwater Council is still defining membership and dues.  There are definite overlaps with issues between Stormwater Council and SPCURE.  Paul Ferraro gave them a presentation about setting up a 501(c)(3) organization like the Wastewater Utility Council.  The next meeting is tentatively scheduled for October 4th from 9-11 at Urban Drainage.  
5. Other Project Updates 
Temperature Project – Wasn’t Chadwick supposed to be doing something?  Phil Russel has been contacting them and not sure where they are on the project.  Do they have money from SPCURE to be doing something?  The State has come out with an implementation policy for implementing temperature into permits (including numeric criteria).  This will be ruled on in the January Standards Hearing.  Lanny is the person that has been doing the temperature work at Chadwick.  What can we get to the State for the hearing?  
Phil has a program to calculate 7-day averages of the temperature data, which will be important given the size of the dataset.  
Denver Health Assessment Report – Jon Novick gave a summary of results that might be of interest to SPCURE.  Denver Health Department is still seeing E. coli in stream and levels are increasing as the South Platte flows through the city.  E. coli is the only real problem they are seeing.  Selenium was found in some smaller streams with lower flow.  Nitrate looked good throughout.  No other changes to note from previous years.

Phil Russell reported that L/E will be doing a nitrate study from the L/E WWTP to Cherry Creek.
· Sarah to call Chadwick to see if they are doing anything with the Temperature data.

· Chadwick to update us on the progress of their projects at our October meeting.
6.
New Business
Barbara Biggs is not able to attend some upcoming meetings and we need to identify people to take her place for the DRCOG WEPC meeting on 9/22/06 and the NACEPT meeting on 9/29/06.  Terry Baus will reschedule the DRCOG WEPC meeting so that Dennis Stowe and Barbara Biggs will be able to present in October instead of at the September meeting.  NACEPT meeting on September 29th – Ask Paul Grundeman to do it.  
· Sarah to ask Paul Grundemann to represent SPCURE at the September 29th NACEPT interview.


At the Water Quality Forum they discussed establishing a salinity workgroup to establish salinity policy.  This concern came from coalbed methane in the Arkansas River basin having impacts on agriculture.  Gary Beers is the Division lead and Landon Gates from the Farm Bureau is the coordinator for the workgroup.
