September Meeting Summary

Discussion and Approval of August Meeting Summary
Dennis Stowe moved to approve the August meeting summary.  Blair Corning seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.
2.
Revising SP CURE Membership Status
Sarah passed out a conglomeration of the mission statement and other purpose language that can be found in the incorporating documents.  SP CURE’s mission, as stated in the Articles of Incorporation, is “to improve water quality management by participating cooperatively in water quality monitoring, analyzing water quality data to determine if stream standards are being achieved, and developing water quality models and analyses which can be used by the regulatory agencies in developing discharge permits to protect water quality standards.”

BMW pH TMDL Update
The Implementation Plan subcommittee met to discuss the new schedule for submission of the TMDL and Implementation Plan to the Division.  The final date has been pushed out to December 31, 2010.  This will provide time for review and approval by stakeholders at a November stakeholder meeting.

E. coli TMDL Update
The E. Coli TMDL meeting on August 26, 2010 was a kick-off meeting to get folks together that might have a stake in the TMDL.  The state developed a letter that went out to prospective stakeholders but it appears that the state didn’t send the letter to all the parties.  The state and SP CURE will work to make sure all the stakeholders are aware of the TMDL and are on the email list.  Attendees were asked to submit E. coli data that are available so that a data gap analysis can be completed.  The technical committee (initially identified as Bob Anastosov, Linda Boyle, Vic Lucero, Becky Anthony, Jim Dorsch) will get together to review the data gaps and identify where additional data collection will be necessary.  This meeting is being planned by Michelle Ryerson of Metro.  Dennis Stowe asked that a representative from Segment 14 be part of the group to make sure the existing Segment 14 E. coli TMDL is properly reflected in the Segment 15 E. coli TMDL.

· Amy Woodis will forward the Boulder TMDL and Segment 15 technical committee meeting invitation to Sarah Reeves.

· Sarah Reeves will send out the invitation email to SP CURE members so they can participate, if desired.  

During the TMDL meeting, the Division stated their intent to do the E. coli TMDL for Sand Creek and Clear Creek concurrently with the Segment 15 TMDL.  The Division cited the fact that modeling will be completed for this TMDL and it doesn’t make sense to do the modeling more than once.  The Division asked whether SP CURE would want to do the third party TMDLs for Clear Creek and Sand Creek as well or would SP CURE want the state to do the TMDLs.  The group that is impacted by the Sand Creek and Clear Creek TMDLs will have a separate meeting to make a recommendation to the SP CURE Board at the next Board meeting on October 19, 2010.

· Sarah Reeves will email Sand Creek and Clear Creek folks in SP CURE to schedule such a meeting.  This will include MillerCoors, Golden, Aurora, City and County of Denver, and Suncor.

It will be important to make sure that other stakeholders on Clear Creek and Sand Creek are included in the TMDL and participate in funding, if needed.  

There was a suggestion that Jim McCarthy also be included in discussions of the TMDLs as he has been very active in the E. coli workgroup.  

There is some thought that the South Platte Segment 15 model may be able to be adjusted to include E. coli.  Metro is checking in to this.

5.
UDFCD Update

· Finished 10th routine maintenance cycle from Chatfield to Brighton.  Have removed 537 cubic yards of material.

· This weekend is the Riversweep with Greenway Foundation at Fishback Landing near the Denver Aquarium.  UDFCD is supporting this activity.  There is some discussion of another Riversweep later this fall supported by a kayaking group.  Steve Materkowski will talk with the volunteers to make sure they don’t mess with temperature probes in the area.

· Doing tree removal for Denver Parks from Commons Park to Washington.  Also doing Overland Park tree removal work to enhance local groups’ efforts.

· Recieved report back on Corps channel tree removal work (UDFCD works with Colorado Water Conservation Board  to clear the channel), and they got a marginal acceptable rating from the Corps because they don’t want to remove all the good trees in the area and the Corps wants the channel completely cleared out for flood control.

· Will move forward on bank stabilization (Phase 3) at South Adams County Wastewater this fall.

· Will start Union Street retrofit of grade control structure this fall.

· There have been historic erosion problems along Burlington Northern property and Park Avenue Bridge.  Going to do work to stabilize these areas.

Budget Update

At the August SP CURE meeting, the Board asked the Executive Board to review the budget and make a recommendation about how to align expenditures with the budget.  The Executive Board had a call on September 13, 2010 and recommend that SP CURE reduce this year’s DSN contribution to $5,000 and close the Brown and Caldwell SAP/QAPP Task Order.  Blair Corning made a motion, restating this recommendation.  Christine Johnston seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.  
7.
Project Updates
Monitoring Committee – Talked about assuming the Division’s sampling and concluded that we would need more detail on what the Division would need.  Also need to meet 9 requirements for a watershed program – since we are not a state agency, we can’t meet all of the requirements.  We would need to see what it would take to integrate into State’s program (constituents, frequency, etc.).  Need to get answer to these questions to move further.
DSN – Thanks to SP CURE for the contribution this year of $5,000.  Have been in a bit of a lull in transition to the new WQX system.  One of the hold ups has been the map.  About 4-5 months ago got a grant to do the map and have hired Gold Systems to develop the map.  This should be complete by the December 2010 SP CURE meeting so they can do a presentation.  DSN is nearly ready to do training, but SP CURE Monitoring Committee has decided that they want Brown and Caldwell to continue to upload the data to DSN.  
BMW – Centennial has joined BMW and is now on the Board, replacing Jill Piatt Kemper from Aurora.  Were not able to install the limnocorrals this summer but will be ready to install next growing season.
Bioassessment and Habitat Assessment – Aquatic Associates will be going out to do fish monitoring this next Monday, September 27th for 2 weeks.  Will also put bug baskets out at this time.  The bug baskets will be collected and macroinvertebrates sampled beginning at the beginning of November.  In November/December, they will be doing the reports for 2009.  Funders agreed that final reports can be put on the website.  
· Sarah Reeves to post the final Habitat and Bioassessment reports on the internal members portion of the website and to provide a reminder of the password.
