October Meeting Summary

1.
September Minutes

Sharon Henderson Davis moved to approve the September meeting summary. Terry Baus seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.
2.
GEI Temperature Analysis Proposal
In an email vote requested on September 29, 2006, the Board approved the GEI proposal for analysis of SPCURE temperature data.  Barbara Biggs moved to ratify the email vote, Andrew Hawthorn seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.

3.
Temperature Presentation and Discussion
Lareina Wall from GEI gave a presentation on the findings of the Temperature Project to date.
Temperature data ranges from 1999 through August 2006.  Still waiting for up-to-date information from SPCURE folks.
· SP CURE members to send updated temperature data to GEI as soon as possible.
The current Temperature Proposal has standards of

· Cold Water Acute = 17 degrees C 
· Cold Water Chronic = 22.4 degrees C
· Warm Water Acute = 28.6 degrees C
· Warm Water Chronic = 25.9 degrees C  
GEI looked at the South Platte main stem and tributaries and has found issues with exceedences of cold water standards in summer months – not too much problem found so far in warm water reaches.  Their next step is to look at temperature change above and below the discharges and at diel variability in temperature.
Barbara Biggs asked if flows were really lower because of the drought in 2002.  GEI will look closely at that.

One issue Metro has is the common shiner is found in stream at their discharge because it washes down out of the tributaries.  The common shiner is a state-listed threatened species.  Metro’s intent is to say that the common shiner number does not apply.  Common shiner is a cool water native species.  We are protecting a cool water species with a warm water standard because we do not have a cool water standard.  The state may be trying to carve out a standard for native cool water species.  
Based on GEI’s analysis of data, what is an adequate frequency for temperature data collection?  Lareina Wall responded that hourly is adequate.  It depends on how variable effluent temperature could be.  

The Monitoring Committee recommended that SP CURE members continue to sample temperature for another 6 months at at least a 15 minute interval.  The Monitoring Committee is also expecting to provide guidance on temperature monitoring once the standard is established.

There are no exemptions in the temperature standard for stormwater, diversions, etc.  There is some draft language that the Division put forth to allow for an exemption.  In order to get the exemption, will have to meet all of these.

· Have been in existence for at least 10 years at the time of permit renewal application, without an increase in the actual discharge flow of greater than 15%.
· Would not experience a substantial increase in the temperature of their discharge if a treatment process failure occurred.
· Discharge effluent with a MWAT of the discharge only rarely exceeds the Table 1 chronic criteria.

· Discharge to a receiving water that is not listed on the Section 303(d) List as impaired for aquatic life.

Prehearing statements are due November 27th.  We could do the GEI temperature analysis as part of a responsive prehearing statement.  

Should we apply for party status?  Our previous stance was that we collect, present, and model data.  We do not comment on regulations as SP CURE.  We could have discussions, members could make their own comments, and we could pass it along to the Utility Council.  Data could be used by members for their individual proposals.  Could information on costs be included in our submittal?  SP CURE could compile information from members and submit.

It is appropriate for SPCURE to be a party and provide data.  We have to apply for party status by October 31st.  Tony Congram moved that SP CURE apply for party status for the Temperature Hearing.  Blair Corning seconded.  Paul Grundeman abstained and all others present approved.
· Sarah to email members and see if they are filing for party status and to see if they could contribute cost information that could be compiled by SP CURE. 

4. E. coli TMDL Comments 
Barbara Biggs presented information on Metro’s interceptors.  Metro does have collection systems along the South Platte and tributaries.  National data do not show exfiltration and contamination of surface water from interceptor sewers.  Metro does not allow sewers to be designed to run at peak flow in a surcharged condition, which is the only way that there could be exfiltration in a well-maintained condition.  Metro inspects and performs regular preventative maintenance of their interceptor systems.  Homeless encampments exist along the river, which may be a source of E. coli.  In conclusion, Metro believes that it is highly improbable that Metro’s interceptors contribute to the E. coli load in stream.  

L/E WWTP is making comment on the Segment 14 TMDL regarding geometric means. 

The Monitoring Committee is putting together a letter.  The letter will state that geometric means should be 30-day.  We will recommend that the TMDL give more vision of the implementation plan – looking at BMP effectiveness and BMP options, a phased implementation approach, etc.  The letter will also encourage the state to use data collected by SP CURE.  They did not use SP CURE data to develop the TMDL.  

Comments are due by November 1st.  Dennis Stowe will sign the SP CURE letter.

5. Other Project Updates 
Expected Condition
·   Lareina Wall to send Sarah Reeves an email about what is going on and Sarah will send it out to the group.
Data Sharing Network – The DSN is on budget and basically on schedule.  They are still trying to get data uploaded into the mapping system.  DSN is currently putting together training sessions/watershed swap sessions that will start at the end of this month on the West Slope.

BMW – Laurie Rink gave update.  They are currently finalizing the watershed plan.  They are going to issue executive summary.  The draft plan will be out soon for review.
BMW is hiring technical modeling team to take them through modeling and TMDL development.  The Technical Committee will make a recommendation of who to choose at their November meeting.  The BMW Technical Committee has narrowed it down to Hydrosphere or ENSR.  The Technical Committee is planning on recommending that ENSR be selected.  They will debrief the BMW Board on what technical committee thought.  
Barbara Biggs moved to support the BMW Technical Committee recommendation.  Christine Johnson seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.  

SP CURE will need to do an in-kind calculation for Barr – Milton.  It should be the same every 6 months.  We did it about 4 to 5 years ago for BMW when they first started.  
·   Sarah to dig back and see if we have the initial in-kind calculation somewhere.

Barb suggested that at an upcoming meeting we have Bill Lewis present the water quality model for Segment 15 - Maybe early next year.
