October Meeting Summary


1.	Discussion and Approval of August Meeting Summary

Dennis Stowe moved to approve the August meeting summary.  Terry Baus seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.


2.	Revising SP CURE Membership Status

Laura Chavez facilitated the discussion of expanding membership and what considerations should be made if this was to be done.  The list of expanded roles/activities was developed in the September 2010 Board Meeting.  SP CURE members voted for their top five roles/activities options they thought were most important. List of potential roles/activities and voting results are described below:  

Research and Development
· Perform research on standards (temperature)-1
· Test BMPs for TMDLs-2
· Act as advisory group for BMP development-5
Nutrient Standard Implementation
· Play role in nutrient standard implementation (monitoring)-3
Watershed Group
· Reengineer into Watershed Group with working committees (stormwater, monitoring, etc)-3
· Spearhead development of a Regional South Platte Watershed Protection Plan-8
208 Planning Agency
· Become 208 planning agency-5
Status Quo
· Nothing-1
Emergency Call Down System
· Set up emergency call down notification system-2
PQL Development
· Take on role in PQL development-3

Lobbying
· Become involved in legislative activities (e.g., P ban)-1
Outreach/Education
· Develop a publication or submit articles to publications -1
· Link SP CURE’s website to others (especially within the SP CURE watershed)
· Write South Platte water quality blog
· Provide messaging for education and outreach for WQ issues (e.g., stormwater, phosphorus)-5
Work With Division
· Integrate into state’s monitoring program-4
· Take on all urban South Platte monitoring for state-6
· Mentor other SP CURE-type groups
Future Standards
· Take on role in emerging contaminants (and future standards/criteria)
Regional/National Involvement
· Become involved at national level-1
· Become Obama’s WQ Czars

· Training volunteers/interns - 1

The top five activities/roles were:
· Act as advisory group for BMP development-5
· Take on all urban South Platte monitoring for state-6
· Provide messaging for education and outreach for WQ issues (e.g., stormwater, phosphorus)-5
· Spearhead development of a Regional South Platte Watershed Protection Plan-8
· Become 208 planning agency-5

Because of the timing of 208 Designation of DRCOG and the potential implications to SPCURE, the Board felt that only this topic should be discussed at this time.  The following issues were discussed:

Does it require changes to missions/by-laws? Yes, the following issues were identified.
· 208 Planning Agency would make SPCURE a planning entity as well as a monitoring agency.
· Membership would potentially enlarge up to three times.
· Would require a change in the by-laws.
· Would require a change in the membership structure.

What are the financial implications?
· The State provides the 208 Planning Agency with $10,000 per year.  This may not be enough to pay for the program, which is why DRCOG is interested in giving up its 208 authority.
· Taking on this role would require staffing for SPCURE.  It was not determined whether this was contract staffing for reviews or permanent staffing on an on-call basis.
· SPCURE would probably have to increase dues or charge a review fee for 208 plan amendments.

What are the other implications to membership?
· There are political implications to becoming the 208 Planning Agency, which were not distinctly identified.
· Becoming a 208 Planning Agency would require more formalization in the decision making process for SPCURE.

Does this require membership expansion?  
· Potential to triple membership.
· Would require the addition of a Planning Subcommittee.
· 208 planning would change the focus of SPCURE.

Will action change the 501c status of SPCURE?
· Would not change the 501c6 status.
· The status of legislative actions should be checked.

When would this activity/role change occur?
· It is possible that DRCOG would lose 208 Planning Agency Designation by January 2011. 

What would SPCURE need to do to take on this activity/role?
· Must identify planning area.
· Prioritizing a system to improve the 208 planning process is critical.
· Year 1 may be a status quo from current operations of DRCOG.
· SPCURE may need to conducta a GAP analysis to improve the process.

Who exactly would take on new activity/role?
· Undetermined.  Staff may have to be contracted or hired.
· Need to determine if all SPCURE members councils will support.

How often would activity/role need to be done?
· Planning would be continual.
· May require the creation of planning committee/site review committee in SPCURE.

What is the path to implementing new activity/role?
· Presentation by Connie O’Neil on 208 planning.
· Meeting with State at some point in the future.

Disadvantages of becoming a 208 Plan Agency
· Cost
· Time
· Lack of focus on water quality special projects
· Liability

Advantages of becoming a 208 Plan Agency
· SPCURE will become a true stakeholder in wastewater planning.
· SPCURE would have control of wastewater planning.
· Could increase the productivity of the 208 planning process.
· Could maintain the focus on 208 planning.

The end product for a new SPCURE would be:
· Clean Water Act Plan
· Maintaining water quality monitoring.

If this is not the direction that SPCURE wants to take, would they help in establishing a new 208 planning agency?

· Provide a description of what a 208 Planning Agency is - Amy Woodis
· Set up meeting with Connie O’Neill – Vic Lucero

3.	BMW pH TMDL Update

The pH TMDL is going to be reviewed by stakeholders the week of 10/18/10.  The final vote will be 11/23/10 at a special stakeholders meeting.  Amy Woodis indicated that Metro would have public comments.

4.	E. coli TMDL Update

Amy Woodis  indicated that there has yet to be a determination on adding the tributaries to the E. coli TMDL and that the process may be quicker if Segment 15 goes through the TMDL process without the tributaries.  There will be a separate process for Segment 14, but not a model per the Division.

5.	UDFCD Update

No representative from UDFCD was present.

6.	Budget Update

The Executive Board approved the decision to reduce this year’s DSN contribution to $5,000 and close the Brown and Caldwell SAP/QAPP.

7.	Project Updates

Monitoring Committee – The Monitoring meeting will have its annual luncheon in December at the L/E WWTP.  One topic to be discussed at the luncheon will be emerging contaminants.

BMW – BMW continues to work on the pH TMDL.

DSN – Goldsystems is still working on the map, which is in the beta testing phase.  Vic will forward the link to Laura for distribution.

Vic indicated that he will be resigning as chair of the DSN committee in January 2011 and is looking for volunteers.  


9.	New Business

Dennis Stowe informed the Executive Committee that the Division conducted a CMOM assessment of L/E’s system per the EPA’s urging.  He also indicated that he will be resigning as the chair of the Executive committee in January 2011.

Vic Lucero informed the group that Thornton has requested funds from the EPA to conduct a stuy of effluent dominated streams.  The causes for conducting this study are that the regulatory framework for the Safe Drinking Water Act may not be protective of sourcewaters and that implement rules for source water move at a quicker pace than wastewater discharges.
