November Meeting Summary

1.
Discussion and Approval of October Meeting Summary
Blair Corning moved to approve the October meeting summary.  Jill Piatt Kemper seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.
2.
Review of Issues Formulation Hearing for Regulation 38
Generally, the topics brought up in the Issues formulation hearing focused on copper, temperature, and selenium.
Wild Earth Guardians was at the Issues Formulation Hearing.  Jeremy Nichols, their representative, brought up air deposition of nutrients in Rocky Mountain Park and asked for a numeric trash standard. 

The Commission brought up an issue that they are concerned about for the hearing, and that is the “ripeness” of a proposal.  This seemed to stem from the Colorado Basin hearing, where the Division spent time commenting on proposals that did not have merit or didn’t have enough data to support the proposal.  The Commission charged the Division with developing guidance on the amount of data that is needed to bring forward a proposal.  In the end, the Commission directed everyone to meet with the Division before the end of 2008 to discuss their proposal and to confirm that it was “ripe.”  Proposals are due to the Commission on January 15, 2009.
In order to help with the lack of data issue, SP CURE could offer ideas about how to form an SP CURE-type group to help collect data and coordinate sampling efforts in other parts of the state.  This could be an issue because we wouldn’t want to guide people on how to collect data, etc. 

The Division asked that SP CURE look at making a joint proposal for temperature in order to minimize the number of different proposals they will get on the same subject.  SP CURE could submit data from SP CURE and have everyone point to that data in their proposal, or we could have one statement of basis and purpose with attachments.  However, this is an issue because there are a number of different approaches to temperature amongst the group, so a single approach would not work.  Metro and Coors cannot meet all the tiers so they have to come up with site-specific standards.  Xcel and L/E are looking more at a segment-specific approach.
There was some discussion about how folks are calculating their 7-day averages of temperature.  Eric Oppelt from the Division is following the July 2008 policy to calculate temperature averages.  Basically, the 7-day average is based on a rolling average of daily average values.  The state has been removing data within a given day if there are missing datapoints in order to make the time spacing the same and not give greater weight to the part of the day that has more datapoints in the average calculation.  
Regarding copper, it appears that some people within the Division are not sure that the fixed monitoring benchmark (FMB) approach for copper is the best approach.  The Division does agree that the water effect ratio (WER) is not appropriate and they will propose to remove it and reinstate the TVS and allow temporary modifications.

Since the Division knows the table value standard (TVS) isn’t appropriate, what hurts to leave permits as is with the WER?  Also, this affects permits and it takes up the Division’s time.  The copper issue is not ripe, as there is not consensus on what method of calculating a copper standard is appropriate.  The Division should wait until the basic standards to propose a change for copper, where it makes more sense.  We could come forward with a proposal to maintain the current WER-based site-specific copper standards adopted by the Commission.  If there is a proposal to change the copper standard, it should be done at the basic standards hearing in 2010.  
Dennis Stowe made a motion to go forward with a proposal for the Regulation 38 hearing to maintain the current WER-based site specific standards for copper and Amy Woodis seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  The group will work together to develop the statement of basis and purpose for January.  Amy Woodis volunteered to help.
· Phil Russell will send SP CURE’s temperature monitoring SOP to Amy Konowal at the Division.

Results of Chatfield Reservoir Rulemaking Hearing

The Commission did not rule after the hearing.  They are going to address the issues again in December.  The Commission wanted to possibly combine the best of both the Division’s and Chatfield’s proposals and were not sure how to write the statement of basis and purpose.  We will wait until the December meeting to discuss the ruling.
4.  DSN Donation
The Colorado Water Quality Monitoring Council (CWQMC) has chosen Lynn Padgett to replace Sarah Sauter.  Lynn Padgett will work under contract with the Colorado Watershed Assembly (CWA) and will start in January.  Lynn was just elected County Commissioner for Montrose County.  SP CURE signed the contract extension with the Division today and that will move through the signing process at the Division and State.  This is the time of year to look at our pledge to the Data Sharing Network (DSN).  The mission of DSN is to let everyone put their data in and not be exclusive based on costs/payment to the DSN.  It has been difficult to parse out what exactly each entity should give.  For this year 2008/2009, we need $13,000.  In years to come it looks like we will need $50,000 a year to make DSN sustainable.  The Division is being supportive as they are finding another $20,000 grant for more upgrades to the map.  Fred Linton moved to contribute $10,000 to DSN for this year and Blair Corning seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
All the data will be in the DSN for SP CURE through 2007 in time for the DSN presentation at our SP CURE meeting next month.
5.

b. Barr-Milton Watershed
