December Meeting Summary

1.
Discussion and Approval of November Meeting Summary
There was a change made to the notes on the Issues Formulation Hearing.  Dennis Stowe moved to approve the November meeting summary.  Blair Corning seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.
2.
Data Sharing Network Presentation
This was rescheduled for January’s meeting.
3.
Copper Statement of Basis and Purpose for Reg 38 Triennial Review

Amy Woodis developed a Statement of Basis and Purpose for copper.  The Division is planning on making a proposal this summer for temporary modifications for copper with the water effects ratio (WER) kept for the temporary modification and the Table Value Standard (TVS) as the underlying standard.  Does this cover what we are doing with our proposal?  No.  We will stay with our proposal because we don’t believe that there is a good option for changing copper standards/limits.  The underlying standard of the TVS will cause people to make a change and for the Division to take action after the temporary modification expires.  When we developed the WER, GEI couldn’t get lab tests to produce mortality at 7 or 8 times the concentrations of the WERs.  They had to go to 10 to 12 times the concentration to get lethality.  The WER study was site-specific.
We will need to refer to the work we have already done/submitted in the past in the Basis and Purpose Statement.  We need to ask the Division if we need to physically resubmit all the data we submitted previously.
Sarah Reeves, Christine Johnston, Amy Woodis, and Blair Corning are going to attend the meeting with the Division on December 17, 2008.
At some point we need to ask the Commission what the process is for the Issues Formulation and Scoping hearings and these interim meetings in the future so we understand when data and information are due to the Commission.  An appropriate issue for SP CURE to bring up is the changing data requirements from the Division.

Results of Chatfield Reservoir Rulemaking Hearing

As a bit of history, the Division wanted to move forward with a Chatfield rulemaking hearing but Chatfield testified that the timing wasn’t right to move forward, as the state is still developing nutrient standards.  However, the Commission agreed with the Division and set a hearing date.  Jim Saunders worked on getting a correlation between phosphorus and chlorophyll, which he could not find (R2 of 0.2).  Chatfield wanted to wait until the nutrient standards are set in 2010 to change their regulations, especially because the reservoir is in good health.  The Division put forth two proposals:  1) Maintain phosphorus limit to see what happens to the chlorophyll and 2) Maintain chlorophyll and see what happens with phosphorus.  Chatfield proposed 17 ug/L chlorophyll and 60 ug/L for phosphorus.  In the end, the Division came up with a percentile approach, with limits of 10 ug/L chlorophyll and 20 ug/L phosphorus.  Concerns were raised about how the loads would be distributed.
The commission asked the Division if there was any room for compromise and they asked for written justification of the numbers.  Chatfield suggested 13.1 ug/l chlorophyll and 35 ug/L phosphorus, which was a proposal that had been discussed with the Division previously.  The Division returned with the same proposal of 10 ug/L chlorophyll and 20 ug/L phosphorus.  The follow-up hearing is set for January.

5.  Data to Fill Nutrient Data Request From Division
To meet this request, Sarah Reeves will be submitting the nutrient data that have been submitted to the DSN through 2007.  All other data should be submitted by individual entities.

Note that the Conditional Probability Analysis methodology is the new plan for nutrients by the Division.  It makes the assumption that if you can statistically show a correlation between phosphorus and macroinvertebrates, and if the correlation is negative, then it is used to set low phosphorus numbers.  This method has been used in Region III.  Many in the state are asking for a peer review of this methodology.
There was a discussion about the Division’s use of funds to focus on nutrients where there doesn’t seem too much of an issue in Colorado.  There are certainly hot spots and we should deal with those.  They might better refocus their priorities, especially during a recession. 

6.
Dues for 2009

For the past couple of years, we have requested full dues.  This year we still have the GEI work on the WER/BLM to complete and will likely have some other work to do regarding the Regulation 38 hearing and the 2010 Basic Standards hearing.
Paul Grundemann moved to invoice for full dues.  Fred Linton seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.  

7.
Donation to CWA

Dennis moved to donate $100 to CWA.  Paul Grundemann seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.
8.
Project Updates

a. Bio and Habitat Assessments 

Sarah Reeves asked Aquatics Associates to provide the fish data as soon as possible – density and diversity.  The data will be passed along to the group as soon as they come in.
b. Barr-Milton Watershed 

BMW is planning on a 4th modeling workshop in February during the stakeholder meeting.  BMW expects a draft report in January from ENSR and the allowable load estimates by early January.  BMW is having a board retreat in early February where they will discuss long-term sustainability and determine what the mission of the organization should be. 
c. CWQMC/DSN

This was covered earlier in the meeting.
6.
New Business

· The Division has a new fee bill proposal out.  The Division lists data collection and analysis as items that could be cut if they don’t get more money.  As SP CURE, we could possibly work with them to lower the effort that they have to make in the area where we sample.  At the next meeting we could have a brainstorming session on what we could do and how we could go to the state to propose a plan of action.
· CCoD had two meetings last week with the US Army Corps of Engineers.  One was on the Chatfield Reallocation.  The draft EIS will soon be out for public comment and it is expect to be finalized mid-2010.  The other meeting was on Expanding reconnaissance for environmental restoration projects on Segments 14 and 15.  It would be good to have a presentation on the draft EIS in February. 
· Terry Baus will invite someone to speak.

· The 3rd Annual Water Congress WQ workshop will be held on January 28, 2009 at the Hyatt Regency Denver Tech Center.  

· There recently was an EPA workshop on Sustainability in Denver.  The presentations were mostly general in nature. The bottom line is that people are talking about sustainability and trying to figure out where to go with it.
