December Meeting Summary

1.
November  Minutes

Sharon Henderson Davis moved to approve the November meeting summary.  Paul Grundemann seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.
2.
Temperature
SP CURE sent in comments on the temperature proposal.  Unless there are big changes before the hearing on January 8, 2007, we do not plan to present oral testimony.  There are a number of meetings going on right now that could change the proposals that are being put forward.  We are not planning on submitting a rebuttal.  
·   Sharon Henderson Davis will check with Amy Woodis to see if we should send a rebuttal that states that we have no further comments/rebuttal.

Regarding the temperature document developed by GEI, everyone is asked to review the document and, if there are problems or corrections that need to be addressed, to provide comments to Sarah Reeves to be passed on to GEI.

Data Sharing Network Presentation – Sarah Sauter and Vic Lucero
Sarah Sauter stepped through the DSN map that has been developed by Gold Systems and she stepped through EPA Region 10’s map, which is their model system – the DSN map and tools will look much like the Region 10 page (see Region 10’s layout at www.storet.org).  At this time, all the money allotted to map development has been spent.  EPA Region VIII hopes to get an addition $15,000 to finish the map.  A subcommittee has been formed to determine what to do to get the most from these additional funds if/when they become available.
·   Sarah to put the website address on the members-only part of the SP CURE website.

Vic Lucero gave a summary of the other DSN activities.  The South Platte Swap is scheduled for March/April 2007.  They developed an outreach strategy to implement the Swap training sessions that was implemented first in the Colorado River training sessions in October/November 2006.  So far, it has been difficult to get data to put in the DSN.  It has to be formatted in a certain way and it is difficult to even find out who is in charge of a given dataset.  In the future, for sustainability, the DSN will have to find a host and a funding mechanism to continue.  Some people believe it should be the Colorado Water Quality Control Division’s (Division) responsibility to host the DSN, as it will be of greatest use to them.  

The next South Platte Swap meeting is on January 9, 2007 from 11:30-1 at the Division of Wildlife.

·   Sarah to put a summary of progress on the public portion of the SP CURE website.

There was a general sentiment that we should get the SP CURE data uploaded into the DSN system.  The board members agreed that SP CURE should be a leader in this effort and that our data should be in the system.  

·   Sharon Henderson Davis will talk to Jim Dorsch to ask him to make it a priority to put SP CURE data in the DSN.

There was a question regarding whether data will continue to funnel through SP CURE as it has in the past.  SP CURE will still be the “org” and data will continue to go through SP CURE to be uploaded to the DSN following the existing protocol.
4. Update on E. coli TMDL
Terry Baus reported that the Division is waiting to fill Andrew Ross’s position before they consolidate the comments from the public and respond.  It will likely be summer before the Division revises the TMDL.  There is a concern that this timing is a problem, as the Division is required to have the TMDL finished by the summer of 2008.  Because of this deadline, the Division may not have the time to fully address comments and concerns.
Denver, Littleton, Sheridan, and Englewood met with Nathan Moore at the Division to discuss additional sampling requirements associated with the E. coli TMDL.  Nathan has developed an approach and is trying to sell it internally to the Division.  Nathan discussed his approach with the Monitoring Committee at the committee meeting on December 12, 2006.  At this meeting, Mr. Moore said that his plan was to focus on cross connections and illicit discharges, not nonpoint source inputs (like animals and homeless populations, etc.).  Refer to Monitoring Committee meeting minutes on the SP CURE website for more detail.
It appears that additional monitoring required for SP CURE members would likely be minimal because we already sample for fecal coliform and E. coli.  Looking at the data we have collected, we have not identified any hot spots that should be sampled more often or that would warrant particular attention.

A question was asked regarding developing or researching Best Management Practices (BMPs) that would minimize E. coli.  Denver is experimenting with washing out stormwater infrastructure using chlorinated water in flusher trucks.
SP CURE would like to work with Nathan Moore on developing and reviewing the sampling plan.  

·   Dennis Stowe will talk to Nathan Moore about reviewing the sampling document and providing our scientifically-based input.

The next steps for SP CURE will be determined once we talk with Mr. Moore.
5. Other Project Updates 
Expected Condition
There has been no progress on expected condition.  We need to get moving on it because the data we have collected will be old by the time we finish.  The aquatic work group deadline for biocriteria development is 2010.  
·   Sarah to call Steve Canton with GEI to ask him to make this project a priority.  We would like to know their new schedule to complete this project.

SP CURE Monitoring Committee Bioassessment
Xcel would like to participate in the Segment 14 bioassessment and habitat assessment.
Colorado Water Quality Monitoring Council

Vic Lucero provided an update.  The insurance for DSN is due in February 2007, and there has been a call for money from CWQMC to cover their portion.  Sharon Henderson Davis brought up an idea that CWQMC could act as the Colorado Wastewater Utility Council does – as a source of knowledge for their audience – the monitoring community.  They could provide assistance with developing monitoring plans, managing data, etc.
BMW
There was a Stakeholder meeting last week.  ENSR gave a presentation on what they plan to do.  They are going to start with the watershed model first.  For this task, BMW needs to update their database – there will be a call to provide these data soon.  The next stakeholder meeting is in February 2007.  BMW would like to give a presentation of the watershed plan to SP CURE in the spring of 2007.
·   Sarah to send out link to draft Watershed Plan and Executive Summary to SPCURE.
