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December Meeting Summary


1.	Discussion and Approval of November Meeting Summary

Dennis Stowe moved to approve the November meeting summary.  Christine Johnston seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.

2.	DSN Presentation

Jeff Litteral, DSN Co-Coordinator, gave a presentation on the AWQMS system to update the SP CURE Board.  He provided a handout with links to the AWQMS website and login information.  Jeff touched on how data can be found by location or entity through the menu system and how it will be able to be accessed through the map tool.  The Google map will allow selection of a site and will download all data from that site, whereas the menu-driven selection of locations allows the user to select a date range, constituents, etc.  Data export is controlled by the user in the AWQMS system.  The user can choose whether their data are kept on the “node” on their computer, uploaded to the DSN, and/or uploaded to STORET (national database).

There were several questions regarding how the State is or is not going to use the DSN as part of their data call and how the DSN/Colorado Water Quality Monitoring Council is doing overall will implementing the DSN and long-term viability/funding of the database. 

3.	Election of SP CURE Leadership

Dennis Stowe is stepping down from his position as Chair of the SP CURE after a number of years of service.  SP CURE thanked Dennis for his work over the years.  Dennis Stowe moved to elect the following slate of candidates.  Al Baker seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.

4.	208 Planning – What’s the plan?

DRCOG sent an email to all WQAC members notifying them that as of 1/1/11 the WQAC is dissolved and that all site applications would be forwarded to the State.  For the interim, the Division will take responsibility for 208 Planning. The WQAC members have determined that they will continue to provide recommendations to the State and will meet on the 4th Friday of the month at Metro.

With potential interest by Bear Creek and SPCURE in becoming the Designated Management Area (DMA) for their watersheds, the Division has called a meeting to include all waterchseds and WQAC members to discuss the topics/questions that agencies considering DMA status may have because the State has concerns with having several small 208 planning agencies in the Denver Metro area.  This meeting is scheduled January 18, 2011.  Question include:
· What resources will the Division put forward for 208 planning if they do take over for DRCOG?
· What specific responsibilities does a 208 agency have? 
· What needs to be updated in WQMP? 
· Should land use planning really be incorporated into WQMP?
· What is to be included in the WQMP? One issue with DRCOG is the Water Quality 

5.	E. coli TMDL Update

The 1st technical committee meeting was held the week of December 14, 2010 to talk about additional data collection.  Currently have 16-18 sites that Metro collects data bi-weekly.  About 10 or 11 sites were identified to do weekly E. coli sampling.  Additionally, South Adams will do McKay site weekly and Thornton is already doing weekly sampling at Burlington Ditch.  DDEH said they could provide upstream monthly data for Segment 14 if needed. Metro looked at data to date and didn’t see anything that stood out and the patterns seem to be consistant by day.

Sand Creek and Clear Creek SP CURE members discussed spearheading TMDL for E. coli on Sand and Clear Creeks and determined that they do not want to do so.  If the Division wants to do Sand and Clear Creeks at the same time as Segment 15 and SP CURE will monitor what is done by the Division.

The schedule for completing the TMDL is 2013.

6.	BMW pH TMDL Update

The TMDL and Implementation Plan are completed.  Laurie is just finishing up the TMDL checklist and will hand in the TMDL and Plan on December 22, 2010.  The documents were approved by consensus with one down vote by the Attorneys representing Chatfield, who will likely comment on during public comment period.  Next phase of the TMDL is the implementation phase.  As part of the implementation plan additional data collection and refinement of  the models based on these new data will take place.  BMW will ask that all entities upload their data to the DSN.  SP CURE’s next upload is due to take place in April-June 2011 timeframe.  SP CURE will look at budgets in February 2011 to determine if we will upload data in 2011 or hold until 2012.

7.	UDFCD Update

UDFCD recently had bid opening for routine contract and no real changes to contracts are expected.  UDFCD has agreed to work to work with PURE to monitor debris collected along and in the South Platte.  The debris will be turned over to organizations that will then sort and categorize the trash to help support grant applications for funding to help minimize trash  

The McCay project downstream of SACWSD will begin construction in January/February of 2011.

The Adams county pedestrian bridge is under construction.

UDFCD will conduct a needs assessment with South Platte Park to identify projects there.

8.	Budget Update

Sarah Reeves distributed the budget status update and reviewed the current bank balance and remaining budgets in projects.

9.	Project Updates

a. Monitoring Committee – The Monitoring meeting will have its annual luncheon in December at the L/E WWTP.  One topic to be discussed at the luncheon will be emerging contaminants.

b. BMW – BMW continues to work on the pH TMDL.

c. DSN – Starting to work on grant application for next period.  If you have back-to-back grants, can’t be more than 5 years.  SP CURE has developed a letter in support of extension of the grant for another year (through 2011).
