April Meeting Summary

1.
Discussion of February Meeting Summary

There were no comments or corrections to the February Meeting Summary.
2.
Data Formatting for Upload to Data Sharing Network – Issues, Comments, Questions
Brown and Caldwell has gone through the 2008 SP CURE data that have been submitted to date and developed a list of items that need to be addressed prior to upload.  A list of common issues was handed out to the group that can act as a checklist for data formatting this year and in the future.  Brown and Caldwell will set up phone calls and/or meetings with each entity to go over individual problems with the datasets.  Once the data are ready to be uploaded, Brown and Caldwell will ask each entity to sign off that the data are approved for upload to the DSN/STORET.  

WQX should be on line in July, which promises to be easier to use than the current STORET system.  Do we want to fix issues with our data in DSN/STORET on our own or do we want to have Brown and Caldwell do it?  It would be easier to have Brown and Caldwell do it all at once.  There was consensus that Brown and Caldwell would provide an electronic form at the June meeting for each agency to document what in the data record needs to change and why.  At the June meeting, the group will revisit this topic and determine how we want to move forward.  We will also take a look at SP CURE’s data in the Data Sharing Network.

Sampling at 19th Street Bridge – Do We Need to Continue This Site?
The Water Quality Control Division stopped sampling the 19th Street station in June 2008.  It has been sampled for a number of years and has been used to monitor trends on the South Platte.  It is collocated with a USGS flow gage.  Denver Environmental Health (DEH) has a sampling site immediately upstream of the confluence with Cherry Creek, on Cherry Creek at the Champa gage, and on the South Platte approximately 300 meters downstream of the 19th Street Bridge at N38.  DEH chose N38 because it is downstream of several drop structures and represents the South Platte and Cherry Creek once they are fully mixed.  Phil Russell will contact the Division to request their 19th Street Bridge data and will work with Jon Novick to get the N38 data and compare the datasets to see if the sites are generally similar in water quality.  Phil will report back to the group in June and the group will then make a recommendation to the Board regarding monitoring at the 19th Street Bridge.

4.
Round Robin – Selection of Analytes
The group discussed the analytes to analyze for the round robin and decided on cadmium, phosphorus, and E. coli.  For E. coli we will do a river sample and an effluent sample, no control sample.  SACWSD will set up the Round Robin and have samples to take home after the August 11th meeting.  The data will be submitted from each participating entity to Phil Russell for analysis and comparison.
