Discussion and Approval of October Meeting Summary

Update on SP CURE Role in National Water Quality Monitoring Conference

2009 Data for DSN
Everyone should check that their data have been migrated to the AWQMS database properly.  Deadline to check data is February 9, 2010.
Laura will send out template for data upload, which is very similar to last year.  Data will be due on March 31, 2010.  Brown and Caldwell will develop a Task Order to upload the data and present it to the Board at their January 2010 meeting.

QAPP Update
Laura will incorporate comments into the QAPP.  In general, the QAPP will be made more general.  An initial draft with the QAPP reorganized will be available prior to the February meeting for discussion.  Brown and Caldwell will work with Monitoring Committee members to get a final draft assembled by the April 2010 meeting.

New Business
Phil gave a presentation on iron.  The L/E permit now requires monitoring for iron and they expect a limit in 2011.  Iron may be an issue for others in the future.  L/E found that they had a systematic error in their analysis for iron.  They expect the iron values will be much lower once this analytical issue is resolved.  Relative data comparison shows that there is a prominent annual cycle where it is higher in the winter and lower in the summer in stream.
Metro does TOC for SACWSD and the price is about to double.  How important are they?  Often used for modeling or for better understanding the source of BOD.  Also important for UV disinfection.
