December Meeting Summary


1.	Discuss and Approve July Meeting Minutes
Meeting minutes were discussed and approved with clarifications on dates in the New Business item.
2.	Selenium Sampling (Christine Johston)
Data collection for selenium and sulfate was initiated in January and is ongoing. Xcel currently has a temporary authorization on Segment 14 and Centennial has one on Segment 16C.  One option is to acquire a modification for site specific criteria. It is believed that the high selenium comes fro the Manco Shale.  Christine will provide an update of the results at February 2011 meeting along with a report of planned actions.  

3.	E. coli TMDL Update
	Sand and Clear Creeks will not be included in the TMDL for E.coli because of insufficient data.  SP CURE will meet with the CDPHE the afternoon of December 14, 2010 to discuss data gaps.

4.	Iron Pre-Filtration SOP (Christine Johnston)
	Christine provided a methodology for Iron Pre-Filtration distributed by GEI. The benefit of this method is the removal of sediment which may provide more accurate sampling after storm events. After discussion, the SPCURE determined it was not applicable at this time because the SP CURE segments were not on the 303d List for iron.  Any further questions on this method would be directed to GEI.

5.	Expansion of SP CURE Role in Monitoring for CDPHE
The SP CURE Board is still considering the expansion of SP CURE’s role and currently becoming the 208 Planning Agency is the focus.  There are still many items to consider and Board will meet with CDPHE and other stakeholders for further discussion on January 18, 2011.
6.	2011 Sampling

a) SAP  – Updates to the SAP/QAPP occurred many years ago and it is very general.  Each member of SPCURE already has their own SAP.  After discussion, the Monitoring Committee determined that updates would include an actual summary of how sampling is working and would  references to the SPCURE members SAP.  The “policy” statement because all participants have their own SAPs.  

· Laura will pull the current SAP and QAPP and create an outline for one combined document.  
· Each SPCURE member will forward their SAP to Laura.
· The February MC meeting will be used as a working meeting to update the SAP/QAPP.

b) 2011 Round Robin – SPCURE conducts its Round Robin to test for lab reliability every two years.  This year SPCURE will monitor for E. coli, ammonia and selenium in August 2011. 

· Laura will distribute the list of what was sampled the last couple of Round  Robin events.
· Phil Russell will set up samples and compile data.

7.	New Business
Nitrate Nutrient Criteria will be delayed until June 2012 because the Colorado Water and Power Authority wanted a cost benefit analysis conducted and there is not enough funding in the State Revolving fund to assist every system with upgrades if it is implemented quickly.
