June Meeting Summary

1.
Discussion and Approval of May Meeting Summary


Approval of the May meeting summary was motioned by Jill Piatt Kemper and seconded by Terry Baus.  There was no discussion and the motion carried unanimously.

2.
Project Status Reports


Expected Condition – Steve Canton discussed Chadwick Ecological Consultants’ “Proposed Modification of Scope and Costs for the SP CURE “Expected Condition” Pilot Project”, dated April 11, 2006.  He discussed the work that has been completed to date and distributed preliminary results from the sampling completed in the Fall 2005.  Steve expected that the remaining work would not be underway until after the field sampling season, which would be late summer, early fall.


There was consensus among the Board that the work proposed in the April 11 scope of work should be completed, but there was discussion about whether the SP CURE account could adequately cover this additional work, or if there would need to be a special assessment.  Andrew Hawthorn, the treasurer, would be contacted to verify available funds.


A motion was made by Blair Corning and seconded by Barbara Biggs to approve the April 11 scope of work presented by Steve Canton.  The motion carried unanimously.


Temperature – Steve Canton reported that he has received data for approximately 30 sites, which does not include Metro Wastewater’s data.  He recommended that we wait until the WQCD releases their pre-hearing statement in August before we begin evaluation of the data, so we might have a more clear direction about how the Division intends to establish and implement a temperature standard.  The Board agreed and we will bring up the topic again in September.


Quality Assurance Proposal by Monitoring Committee – Jon Novick is taking the lead for preparation of the proposal and reported that it’s going slow.  The Board agreed that this item is a low priority until a permanent coordinator for SP CURE is hired.


Data Sharing Network – Vic Lucero reported that previous invoices submitted by DSN were not acceptable to the SP CURE executive board because detail about what had been completed and changes to the scope of the work had not been adequately documented.  Vic and Jacob met with the executive board and discussed the concerns, and the most recent invoice was acceptable.  Vic reported that they are working on the web site.  The next TAC meeting will be Thursday, June 22 at Metro Wastewater.   The TAC will discuss outreach to acquire additional data as only one 319 grant participant has responded.  The TAC will also discuss how to get the State more involved in the project.  They are interested in getting a level of support from the State similar to the Barr Milton project.


Barr Milton Watershed - Sharon Davis reported that the next meeting will be on June 27 and includes a field trip and sampling.  They are working on the watershed plan, which they anticipate completing in September.  The annual meeting will be held in August.


Ammonia – Paul Grundemann and Pat Nelson reported that at this time an outreach program is underway to inform dischargers of the changes in the ammonia standards.  Any information for the rulemaking hearing is due to the Division in September if it is to be included in the Division’s proposal.  It was asked if SP CURE would submit data.  Barbara Biggs stated that Metro Wastewater has Segment 15 and 1a data that they will provide.


E. coli TMDL – It was reported by various members of the SP CURE Board that a stakeholders group meeting was held on Monday, June 19 and organized by Denver Environmental Health.  It was clarified that the TMDL will be a density based standard (no mass balance), meaning that at the end of pipe, the discharge will need to meet 126 organisms/100 mL, which is a 30-day geometric mean.  Every discharge into the segment will need to meet the 126 organisms/100 mL, so will affect everyone.  There is a draft of the TMDL that the State has completed, but has not made widely available.  Jon Novick has a hard-copy and will scan the document and email to the Board.  The next meetings of the stakeholders group will be on July 14 and 28.

3.
Segment 15 Ammonia/Nitrate Modeling
Bill Lewis had previously provided a document to the Board entitled, “Projected Ammonia and Nitrate Effluent Limits for Dischargers to the South Platte River, USP Segment 15 and MSP Segment 1a” dated May 26, 2006.  Barbara Biggs reported that Bill’s initial modeling does not provide good news – there is not enough flexibility in the river for nitrate so everyone will have to meet a 10 mg/l nitrate limit and would be an instantaneous limit.  Barbara cautioned that Bill’s report is preliminary, and meetings to discuss will begin in September.  It was suggested that we might need to look at how nitrate attenuates through the system until it reaches the drinking water facility (i.e., alternate points of compliance).

4.
Coordinator Selection Subcommittee Update


Christine Johnston and Paul Grundemann reported that the committee had met and sent a Request for Proposal to six consultants, which included engineering/environmental consulting firms and management consulting firms.  The responses are due back by 5 p.m. June 22, and the committee will meet on June 26 to review proposals.  The committee will also determine whether interviews are needed.  The committee intends to bring forward a proposal to the Board at the July meeting, with the intention of having the new coordinator on-board in August.

Website Update – Blair Corning reported that a “dummy” web page has been prepared by the designer and he will send to the Board for our review and comment.  The committee is meeting with the designer on June 21.
